•	 When players make mistakes, offer them encouragement 
to try again next time.

•	 Make every effort to abide by the rules and spirit  
of the game.

•	 Respect the facilities home and away.

Guildford Saints expects Parents to have the 
following obligations towards their children:-

•	 Abide by the decisions of the coach in relation  
to team selection and match play.

•	 Arrive/collect your child promptly for both training  
and matches.

•	 Provide appropriate clothing for the activity,  
having regard for both ground and weather conditions.

•	 Always consider the general wellbeing of your child 
 when taking part in any club activity. 

Parents must register their child in advance  
to attend any football sessions, training or match day.

Parents/Supporters & players must carry out a self screen  
check list before travelling to a training session or other  
football activity to avoid spreading viral infections.
